The 2011 Season at RCP - By: Ruth Martelli, Vice President

When the Reverend L. Griswold Williams founded Reading Community Players in 1920 at
the Universalist Unitarian Church on Franklin Street in the city of Reading, I wonder if he

could have foreseen that his company would be announcing their 915t Theatre Season!? Of
course, there is no answer to the question; however, his ambition to bring notable plays to

the citizens of Reading continues to be a goal of his Theatre.

Our Season begins with collaboration between RCP and The Miller Center at Reading Area
Community College. To celebrate African American History Month, the two groups, aug-
mented by actors, musicians, dancers, and speakers from the African American Community
in Greater Reading, will present HATS: A Joworney Through Afitean American History.
The presentation is based on a narrative poem by Dr. Joe Cornelius, who has given his
blessing to the project. Cornelius tells the story of the African American experience in
America through the use of twelve distinctive hats. Our production embellishes the poem
with music, dance, oratory, and pageantry. Look for HATS at The Miller Center on Febru-
ary 19th and zoth,

Although it has taken us several years to secure the rights, there is no doubt that the initial
show at our playhouse is Doubt, A Parable. The 2004 play, written and directed by John
Patrick Shanley, won the 2005 Pulitzer Prize for Drama, the Drama Desk Award, and the
Tony Award for Best Play. Doubt revolves around Sister Aloysius, the 1960s era head nun
and principal of a Catholic school in the Bronx, and her suspicions about the relationship
between the parish priest, Father Flynn, and an altar boy. Bruce McLean, esteemed local
director, will lead the production team to the local premiere of Dowubt on March 11th; the
show will continue through March 2oth,

Following Dowubt will be the dramadey Duteh Blue. Written by local playwright and Life
Member of RCP, Roma Greth, Dutch Bhee offers Pennsylvania Dutch dialect, hexes, and
humor. It will open at RCP on April 3oth with performances on May 1st, gnd, 7th, §th, and
oth, Tt is our fervent hope that Roma will allow us to honor her at the opening perform-
ance!!

Next, Debbi Silas and her assistant director, Marissa Hoover, will present A Little Princess.
Best known from the 1930s Shirley Temple film, the play maintains its charm and celebra-
tion of family, love, and loyalty; it is a story that continues to speak to audiences 70 years
after the movie premiered. A Little Princess opens on June 17t running through June
206th,

Ten years ago, Ed and Carol Butler brought Fame to the RCP stage. Sold out houses were
the norm then and we believe we will see a similar response in 2011. This Ten Year Anni-
versary Production will see Hope O'Pake in the director’s chair. In 2001, Hope was part of
the Butlers’ ensemble piece with her daughter, Amanda, and teens from across Berks
County. Hope has already begun to dream of a production that will live up to, or surpass,
the 2001 show. Look for Fame to open on July 2oth, running through August 7th. Let’s fill

the house for Fame!!!!
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2010 marked the 501 Anniversary of the publication of To Kill A Mockingbird, Harper
Lee's classic examination of what it means to be courageous. Scout, Jem, Atticus, and Boo
Radley are characters who many readers consider to be friends and role models. RCP’s
September production of To Kill A Mockingbtrd is director Bruce McLean's second pro-
duction of the Season. With his skill and experience, McLean is sure to bring Lee’s classic
to life on the stage. Mockingbird opens on Friday, September 2311 with the last matinee
performance on Sunday, October 2nd.

Our final offering of the 2011 season is The House of Yes, directed by respected local musi-
cian, Ray Rhoads. Unique, unusual, and bizarre are fitting adjectives for this story of a dys-
functional family gathering for a Thanksgiving homecoming and much, much more. Fra-
ternal twins, whose relationship is intense and incestuous, center the play. Additional
characters include their mother, younger brother, and a fiancée. The Kennedy assassina-
tion also figures prominently in the story. Funny, sad, irreverent, and controversial, The
House of Yes is a roller coaster ride throughout. This show opens on November 11th, and
continues through the 2oth,
