Hello all,

Each month I will answer questions from
our readers regarding a plethora of things. I
have made it a point in my life to keep my
eyes and ears WIDE open to everything, At
times, I believe thatI have heard itall.

Being involved in the theatre community
here in Reading is how I choose to spend a
great deal of my time. Recently, I was asked
how to get involved in this family we call
thespians.

There are many theatre groups in the Read-
ing area. Genesius Theatre is where I
choose to spend most of my time but have
worked with other companies as well. First
thing's first, RESEARCH. Check out their
websites, view their seasons and audition
dates and requirements. If there is some-
thing that you are interested in, GO FOR
IT! Be on time for the audition and make
sure that you have everything that your
director has asked for you to prepare.

The audition process is not as scary as it
sounds. The selection committees are not
there to make you feel uncomfortable, and
understand that nerves sometimes play a
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part in your audition. Each director is differ-
ent, some are great, some not so much but
vou will learn something from each and every
one of them, good or bad.

If you are lucky enough to be cast in a show,
make sure that you know that community
theatre is a commitment, not just a hobby. Be
prepared to bring vour calendar and make
sure you are aware of any and all conflicts
that you may have with the rehearsal and
show schedules. There is nothing worse for a
director and fellow cast members than miss-
ing actors. No, we don't get paid for this and
most directors understand that we all have
lives, jobs, families etc. My mantra is "I can't..
I have rehearsal.” That being said, we don't do
it for the recognition or salary (well, maybe a
little for the recognition), we do it for the love
of the stage. Rehearsal schedules can be gru-
eling but always worth it in the end.

When the curtain goes up on opening night
and you look around at the endless new fam-
ily members you have acquired, you will un-
derstand why you poured your blood, sweat
and tears into a production. You will become
a part of a family that will forever be by your
side and watching vour back. But note, even if
vou feel you are not ready for the stage and
bright lights, community theatre groups can
always use an extra set of hands. There are
many people behind the scenes that make
shows happen, costuming, set design, market-
ing and advertising, technical, painting.. the
list goes on and on. Give it shot.. what do you
have to lose? Here are some website ad-
dresses for theatre companies in the Reading
area..

“Debbie Does Dallas: The Musical”

I had the good fortune of seeing “James Cam-
eron’s Avatar” in 3D, on Valentine's Day, at
the IMAX Theater in Reading .. and let me tell
vou something people..
